Jeff will proceed with scheduling the three seminars and the student tele-seminars will be 

scheduled as additional seminars later in the year.  Julie will check on the ability to get checks cut for the 

student tele-seminar.  Jeff will have a suggested list of speakers at our next meeting.  Jeff will also take 

responsibility for sending thank you letters to speakers. 

DSRG Sponsored Symposium – We need to be proactive regarding developing symposia’s for annual 

meeting. 

Coordination with other societies was discussed.  SOT exposure science group was mentioned along 

with SRA’s exposure assessment group. 

Student Awards – Discussed coordination of awards between specialty groups.
